Reitz, an Air Force veteran, credits the parks with giving him something to look forward to each day, noting 
that he enjoys hearing the music as he enters, interacting with the friendly park cast members, and watching 
the park guests having a good time. He also enjoys the shows and attractions, including one of his favorites, 
the Matterhorn Bobsleds adventure. Reitz says he plans to continue treating himself to daily park visits for as 
long as he can.
